In the Emirate of Abu Dhabi and the city of the same name, Wintershall
moved in spring 2010 into the first representative office ever established
in this region by a German E&P company. From here, we will control our
current and future efforts in the Middle East. As the only German com-
pany with a local office, this gives us a distinct competitive advantage,
combined with unique opportunities for exploration and production in the
future.



DISCOVERING.

MILESTONES IN THE HISTORY OF WINTERSHALL.

Carl Julius Winter and Heinrich Grimberg establish the drilling
company Wintershall. In its early years, the company produces
potassium salt.

In 1930, oil accidentally leaks into one of the potash mining
shafts, soon opening up exciting prospects for the future.
Barely a year later, crude oil production is added as another
area of operations.
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Wintershall makes its first natural gas discovery in the Graf-
schaft Bentheim district.

The Company establishes the Wintershall oil and gas produc-
tion facility at the new Barnstorf location, whose workforce is
set to grow to 1,600 within a short period.

Wintershall is now part of BASF AG, Ludwigshafen and im-
mediately becomes the Company’s largest European sub-
sidiary. For the parent company, it is an important supplier
of raw materials and a component of its resource security
strategy.

Wintershall’s activities focus on oil and gas.
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Wintershall signs a long-term agreement with OAO Gazprom,
the world’s largest gas producer, for marketing Russian gas in
Germany as well as Western and Eastern Europe.



WINGAS, the natural gas trading company held jointly with
Gazprom, is established. The company supplies gas to mu-
nicipal utilities, regional gas suppliers, industrial companies,
and power stations in Germany and other Western European
countries.

The new WINGAS gas storage facility in Rehden in Lower Saxony
comes on stream. Wintershall’s former gas field has been upgrad-
ed to become Western Europe’s largest gas storage facility.

Wintershall and Gazprom resolve to jointly produce oil and gas
in Russia as well as in other countries. Wintershall withdraws
from its refinery activities at the same time.

The acquisition of the Dutch company Clyde makes Winter-
shall one of the largest natural gas producers in the southern
sector of the North Sea.

The world’s southernmost gas platform is commissioned in
Argentina. This is the largest offshore project to date for the
production of hydrocarbons in Argentina.

The Achimgaz joint venture between Wintershall and gas pro-
ducer Gazprom starts drilling in Western Siberia. The com-
pany is to produce from a section of the Achimov formation,
from which its name is derived, in the Siberian Urengoy field.
The official start-up follows as early as 2008.

A state-of-the-art platform control center on the mainland mon-
itors by radio the production of over 15 offshore platforms in
the Dutch sector of the North Sea.

The Russian Yuzhno Russkoye gas field comes on stream.
Wintershall is the first German company to produce natural
gas jointly with Gazprom in Siberia.

After the successful acquisition of the Norwegian company
Revus Energy ASA at the end of 2008, the first self-operated
wells off the coast of Norway and Great Britain already pro-
duce good results and discover oil.
